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The use of the words "Bank," "Trust," or "Trust Company" in any Colorado corporate filing is restricted by Colorado statute.  Any person or entity wishing to file corporate document(s) with the Colorado Secretary of State that include the words "Bank," "Trust," or "Trust Company," including any derivation or phonetic spelling thereof, must first secure the approval of the Colorado Division of Banking.  Such requests fall into two categories (I. and II.) as outlined below.

I.  REQUESTS FROM REGULATED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS

Commercial bank, industrial bank, savings & loan, federal savings bank, or trust company (includes a division of an institution but NOT a subsidiary).  The customer shall provide the following information to the Division of Banking:

1.
The form(s) that will be filed with the Colorado Secretary of State.

2.
A brief letter outlining the business to be conducted in Colorado, the method of conducting business (i.e., mail, telephone, internet, physical facility located in Colorado, etc.) in Colorado, and the need for using the name being requested.

3.
A Certificate of Good Standing dated within ninety (90) days of the request (for any entity not organized under the laws of the State of Colorado).

II.  REQUESTS FROM NON-REGULATED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS

An entity OTHER THAN a commercial bank, industrial bank, savings & loan, federal savings bank, or trust company, including a subsidiary of a regulated financial institution.  The customer shall provide the following information to the Division of Banking:

1.
The forms(s) that will be filed with the Colorado Secretary of State.

2.
A brief letter outlining the business to be conducted in Colorado, the method of conducting business (i.e., mail telephone, internet, physical facility located in Colorado, etc.) in Colorado, and the need for using the name being requested.

3.
A Certificate of Good Standing dated within ninety (90) days of the request (for any entity not organized under the laws of the State of Colorado).

4.
A completed "Use of Name Certification" form (above). 
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
