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The meeting was called to order by Chair Gary Frisch.  Minutes of February 20, 2008, were approved as distributed.

Tom Abel updated the status of LTC Partnerships.  Both CE courses and products are now in the pipeline.  Moderators previously approved to conduct the 2 hour LTC courses will be approved to conduct the 16 hour course.  The definition of long term care did change effective 1/2008.  The definition includes “combo products” such as a rider on life insurance.  It does not include accelerated benefits or lump sum distributions.  It is the responsibility of the carriers to insure a producer’s CE requirement.  The DOI web page is: coloradoltc.org.

Jo Dolin reviewed legislative activity to date.  The bill making the Cover Colorado assessment permanent was discussed.  This would be a 25% annual assessment necessitated by the drawing down of the unclaimed property funds.

The consensus of the PAC members present indicated a concern regarding the sub prime mortgage effect on insurance carriers and requested this be addressed at the next meeting.
NARAB II was discussed; this is a major issue in the P/C community.  This bill is supported by both PIIAC and NAIFA.

Congress is addressing credit scoring (HR 5643): “if credit scoring is a proxy for discrimination”.

HB 1327, regarding multi-state agreements for individual health insurance (laid over) was discussed.
The next meeting will be held April 23, 2008.  The meeting adjourned.
