Producer Advisory Council 
Minutes – June 17, 2009
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The meeting was called to order by Chair Hart Axley.  Paragraph 6 of the minutes of May 20,2009, was amended to read ‘the warning that the beneficiary of a life insurance contract would not be changed is included’.  A copy of the disclaimer of HB 09-1260  was distributed.  The minutes were approved as amended. 
Janet Van Dorn announced that the Own Your Future Governor’s press conference is scheduled for July 7, 2009, at 11:00 am. 
Cindy Ward announced the use of List Serve to notify producers that the Regulator has gone out; a reply is requested.  Numerous replies have already been received. 

Mike Bellmont discussed a Long Term Care product  which pays 80% of actual costs.  The product does not utilize a specific inflation protection clause.  Mike opined that this type of policy, in fact, satisfies the intent of DRA  and should be approved for the Partnership program.  The policy itself is not yet approved for sale in the State of Colorado. Tom Abel is currently reviewing the policy for approval.  Partnership approval for LTC policies is scheduled for 2010.
Cindy Ward reviewed the subjects scheduled to be on the agenda throughout the rest of the year.  (There will be no meeting in July.)   Sircon is continuing work for the ability of producers to print a copy of one’s license.   A meeting of pre-licensing providers is scheduled for July 13, 2009.  Any input is welcome.  A free 2 hour CE course on Colorado laws is in the development stage through Sircon.   This may be available in September of this year. 
Jo Donlin presented a wrap-up of the 2009 legislative session.  The Health Care Task Force is tasked with HB 1102 (portability), HB 09-1224 ( gender rating), SB 09-273 (Pinnacol), and Hospice (resolution).   It was discussed that the disclaimer in HB 09-1260,  for consumer protection, be posted on the DOI web site. 
Cameron Lewis and Christine Gonzales-Ferrer of the DOI  gave a power point presentation of the DOI web site emphasizing the design changes enabling faster and easier access for consumers (and producers).   The page is organized into categories – links have been renamed for terms of common usage.  The web page receives almost one million hits per month. 

The next regularly scheduled will be held August 19, 2009.
The meeting adjourned.
