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The meeting was called to order by Chair Hart Axley.  Minutes of the June 17,2009, meeting were approved as distributed. 
Jo Donlin reviewed 2009 legislation.  DORA  is allowed to submit 5 bills. Recommended bills have been submitted to the Governor’s office.  Late August bills culled by the Governor’s office will be received, at which time bill sponsors will be sought.  The working group on SB 135 has completed its work; the draft report is posted on the web.

The Cover Colorado bulletin regards the payment by the carriers.  Discussion ensued concerning the differences in how carriers collect the assessments, particularly resulting in groups being double assessed in the event of a change of carrier during the year.  All health insurance regulations are being reviewed. 
Bulletin B-4.32 was discussed.  This bulletin clarifies that should an employer contribute through a HRA premium funds, the plan is considered to be a small employer group health benefit plan and subject to all the statutory provisions of such.  Failure of a producer to advise a small group of these provisions may result in sanctions against the producer’s license.

It was noted that the DOI considers limited benefit plans to be supplemental plans in nature. Dale Axman discussed that Short Term medical plans do qualify for creditable coverage. 
Cindy Ward announced the sponsorship  of a two hour CE class offered free of charge by the DOI. The class will cover rules and regulations, functions of the DOI and the NAIC.  At this time, the class is full, and there is a waiting list of 300 producers.  A place to hold the class is not yet located. 

The schedule for PAC meetings for the year 2010 was discussed.  The consenus of the group was to meet monthly January through June and September and November. 

Claim problems submitted to the DOI via the web is working well.  It was suggested the availability of submitting an attachment be added.
The State deficit and corollary problems were discussed.  Noted was the fact that the DOI is cash funded.  The NAIC should be aware of the duplication of a Consumer Protection Agency.  There are many implications for the insurance industry as it relates to governmental funding. Of particular note: insurance premium taxes are the third largest infusion into the State general fund. 

The Governor’s conference on Own Your Own Future drew approximately 230 persons and went very well.  However, the packet does not inform the consumer of how to contact a LTC producer.  SFSP is sponsoring a LTC forum on the 29th of September. It is open to producers and consumers. 

The next regularly scheduled meeting is September 16, 2009.

The meeting adjourned.
