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The meeting was called to order by Chair Gary Frisch.  Minutes of the March 17, 2010, meeting were approved as amended.

Cindy Ward reported on the NAIC meeting held in Denver. Of particular interest was the Commissioners’ Round Table.   The NAIC  has passed model regulation on the suitability of annuities.  CE will require five (5) hours of classroom attendance.  The NAIC will take a lead in the implementation of health reform.  
Colorado will participate in the federal high risk pool.  It was noted that eligibility for the federal program differs from the eligibility for Cover Colorado.  The DOI will set criteria for participation in the Exchanges.  Carriers meeting the criteria will be able to join in the Exchange. 
Jo Donlin gave a legislative update.  Governor Ritter signed an executive order establishing an inter-agency Board for the implementation of health reform.  The DOI has established weekly managers meetings to establish regulations concerning the high risk pool.  (Will be taken over by HHS if the State does not act.)
The medical loss ratio requirements have not yet been defined by the federal government.  Jo noted that grant monies are available for a State ombudsman.  
Both the plain language bill and the standard forms bill have been signed by the Governor. Workman Compensation bills are still in process. HB 1021 will offer maternity benefits in the individual market providing the applicant is not pregnant at time of application.  HB 1160  concerning a wellness discount in the small group market. URAC, a national non-profit, will be used to accredit wellness programs.  HB 1242 provides for a standardized initial application for individual health insurance by 2012.
Commissioner Morrison reported that attendees at the NAIC meeting were complimentary of the accommodations and the City of Denver. 

Bruce Glaser discussed the private passenger protest process.  The administrative hearing officer is appointed by the Commissioner. Colorado is the only state with this process.  A consumer may protest adverse underwriting action to the DOI. This  initiates the review process to determine if the carrier has enough information in the file to support the action. In approximately 80% of the cases the consumer is upheld.  Annually there are 1200 to 1500 protests.

The next regularly meeting will be held May 19, 2010.

The meeting adjourned.
