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Ronal W. Larson submits the following second set of comments on behalf of Ratepayers United of Colorado (RUC) in the above captioned Docket related to the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“PUC”) investigation of incentives for utilities. These comments are submitted in response to Commission decision C08-0903. I will focus my comments here on only one area of incentives – that related to Demand Side Management (DSM).


In earlier written and oral discussions on incentives in this and other dockets, RUC has strongly favored providing large incentives to encourage the more active interest of PSCo in DSM.  However, we have changed our minds.  PSCo has demonstrated a much larger interest in selling rather than conserving electrons. A non-incentive approach must now be considered.


We now believe that the Commission must consider third party management of the DSM area as a logical alternative to incentives   The DSM area is very different from the supply side options for treatment of a regulated monopoly.  The public will be better served if the DSM area is tackled by a group anxious to promote, rather than hinder, energy conservation.  This has been the solution in other states and should be on the table here in Colorado.

  We have not completed our reading of Decision 08—0929 in Docket 07A-447E, received in the mail only on Saturday, and so hereby state our intention to add to these comments as was noted was possible in prior Commission Decisions.
