STATEMENT, FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

BY THE COMMISSION:

On January 10, 1994, Telluride Transit Company ("TLRD"),

filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Original Page No. 5, to Limousine Tariff No. 1, Colorado PUC No. 2, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. 


TLRD operates call-and-demand passenger service between points within a ten-mile radius of Telluride and between said points and  all points in Colorado.  TLRD has been providing service in the area since 1981.


In its application, TLRD proposes to reduce fares on call-and-demand limousine service from twenty dollars to fifteen dollars on passenger traffic between Montrose, Colorado and Telluride, Colorado.


In support of the proposed tariff changes, TLRD states that the Telluride Airport is frequently closed due to weather conditions requiring diversion of air traffic to Montrose Airport and passengers must then travel to Telluride by surface transportation.  To accommodate the traveling public and to induce increased ridership, TLRD is proposing the reduced fare.  


Analysis of the application indicates that the proposed reduction in fares will apply to all members of the traveling public when air traffic is diverted to Montrose and therefore the proposal is acceptable.  The granting of the application on less-than-statutory notice is required to better serve the public.


Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing common carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.


The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for approval of the proposed changes in Limousine Tariff No. 1,  

Colorado PUC No. 2, and the application should be granted.

THEREFORE THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

1.  The application of Telluride Transit Company, to publish Original Page No. 5, to Limousine Tariff No. 1, Colorado PUC No. 2, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.


2.  Original Page No. 5, to Limousine Tariff No. 1, Colorado PUC No. 2,  as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published and filed to become effective on not less than one day's notice to the Commission and to the public.


This Order is effective on its mailed date.
