STATEMENT AND FINDINGS OF FACT
BY THE COMMISSION:


On December 27, 1993, Columbine Telephone Company, Inc. (Columbine), filed the instant application for a waiver from the Commission's Cost-Allocation Rules for Telecommunications Service Providers and Telephone Utilities.  On December 27, 1993, Columbine also filed its prefiled testimony and exhibits in support of this application.


Concurrently, applicant filed a Motion Regarding Deeming Application Complete.  This motion requested that the Commission deem this application complete as of the date it is filed, so that it may be eligible for expedited treatment under §40-6-109.5, C.R.S.


Upon review of the application and supplemental materials filed by Columbine, it was determined that, due to the broad nature of Columbine's request, additional materials would be necessary to fully analyze the merits of this application.


Staff of the Commission contacted Columbine to request the essential items.  Columbine has now submitted these items.  The Commission has reviewed all materials and finds that the application should be deemed complete.  


The purpose of this order is to deny Columbine's Motion Regarding Deeming Application Complete as of its filed date, and to deem this application complete pursuant to §40-6-109.5, C.R.S. (1993) as of the mailing date of this order.  This order is not to address the substantive merits of this application.


This matter also comes before the Commission on Columbine's Motion Regarding Notice to Customers.  


Applicant requests that the Commission determine that no additional notice be required in this application because the application does not seek any increase or change in rates, terms or conditions of providing service to its customers.  The Commission has reviewed the motion and finds that is should be granted.  

THEREFORE THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

The Motion Regarding Deeming Application Complete filed by Columbine Telephone Company, Inc., on December 27, 1993, is denied.
