STATEMENT AND FINDINGS

BY THE COMMISSION:


On October 20, 1993, U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("U S WEST"), filed Advice Letter No. 2442 requesting that the tariffs accompanying it become effective on 30 days' statutory notice or, in this instance, on November 22, 1993.  Under § 40‑6‑111(1), C.R.S., the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff sheets filed with Advice Letter No. 2442 for 120 days until March 22, 1994, and set them for hearing (Decision No. C93-1434, adopted November 10, 1993, mailed November 18, 1993).


On February 11, 1994, U S WEST filed Advice Letter No. 2442 (Amended), dated February 11, 1994 (attached as Exhibit 1).  U S WEST states that this amended advice letter and accompanying tariff sheets are filed as a part of Docket No. 93S-674T now pending before the Commission.  U S WEST states that the purpose of this filing is to support a request by New Times, Inc., an intervenor in this docket, for a postponement of the hearing in this matter to perform a trial on a local 900 service offering as an alternative to the present structure of 976 Service at issue in this docket.  U S WEST  requests that the tariffs filed by Advice Letter No. 2442 (Amended) become effective on March 14, 1994.


In that the effective date of the tariffs at issue in this Docket has been changed to March 14, 1994, the suspension periods authorized under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., must also change.  The Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, until October 10, 1994.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or July 12, 1994, the tariffs filed by U S WEST will become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before October 10, 1994, the tariffs filed by U S WEST will become effective by operation of law.

THEREFORE THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:


1.
Advice Letter No. 2442 (Amended) and its accompanying tariff sheets filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on February 11, 1994, supersede Advice Letter No. 2442 and its accompanying tariff sheets filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on October 20, 1993.


2.
The effective date of the tariff sheets filed by

U S WEST Communications, Inc., on February 11, 1994, with its Advice Letter No. 2442 (Amended), dated February 11, 1994, is suspended for 120 days until July 12, 1994, or until further order of the Commission.


This Order is effective on its mailed date.
