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STATEMENT

BY THE COMMISSION:


In Senate Bill 94‑113, the Colorado General Assembly changed the regulatory doctrine prevailing for taxicab service in certain areas of the state (i.e., within and between counties with a popu-lation of 60,000 or greater) from regulated monopoly to regulated competition.  Governor Romer approved that legislation, and the bill became effective on July 1, 1994.  The Commission has since received a number of applications for certificates of public con-venience and necessity which are affected by Senate Bill 94‑113.  Specifically, applications have been filed by Rocky Mountain Cab Company; Metro Taxi, Inc.; Donald W. Fuchs, d/b/a Prestige Cab Service; TFG Denver Transportation, Inc., d/b/a United Cab, Inc.; and Freedom Cabs, Inc.


Rule 71, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723‑1, provides that the Commission Director shall issue notice of the applications within 20 days of filing (if the requirements of Rule 50 have been met) along with a notice of hear-ing date.  The Commission now determines that the purposes of administrative efficiency would be served by processing these and similar applications at the same time.  Because a number of appli-cations relating to taxicab service have already been filed and because additional applications may be filed in the near future, the Commission hereby concludes that the requirements of Rule 71, as specified above, should be temporarily waived.  The Commission will, therefore, waive the requirements of Rule 71 for the applica-tions listed above.    Commission Staff and the Director shall begin processing the subject applications in accordance with the provisions of Rule 71 on August 8, 1994.

THEREFORE THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:


I.
The provisions of Rule 71, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723‑1, are hereby temporarily waived consis-tent with the above discussion for the applications for certifi-cates of public convenience and necessity filed by Rocky Mountain Cab Company; Metro Taxi, Inc.; Donald W. Fuchs, d/b/a Prestige Cab Service; TFG Denver Transportation, Inc., d/b/a United Cab, Inc.; and Freedom Cabs, Inc.

The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders in this matter.
