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I.
STATEMENT:


BY THE COMMISSION:

1.
On November 7, 1994, Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./ Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc. ("PTI"), filed its Application for Permission to Provide Alternative Notice Pur-suant to § 40-3-104, C.R.S., for tariffs filed by Advice Letter Nos. 94-3 and 94-4.  The application states that PTI's Advice Letter Nos. 94-3 and 94-4 are intended to implement PTI's acquisi-tion of the U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("U S WEST"), sale of exchanges.  In accordance with the provisions of § 40-3-104, C.R.S., PTI is required to provide notice to the public of the tariff changes proposed in the advice letters.  Such public notice must be made in the manner specified in § 40-3-104, C.R.S., unless the Commission approves an alternative notice.  On November 23, 1994, PTI filed an amendment to this application to change the dates of the proposed alternative form of notices due to the delay in receiving approval of the sale of exchanges by the Federal Com-munications Commission ("FCC").


2.
In this amended application, PTI requests permission to notify the public of the proposed tariff changes by using the fol-lowing methods:



1)
News release to be released on December 15, 1994;



2)
Letter from PTI's Division Vice President to be mailed (First Class) to each customer on Decem-ber 20, 1994;



3)
Customer Handbook to be mailed to each customer (Third Class) on December 22, 1994;



4)
Newspaper ad to be published in 36 local newspapers the week of January 5, 1995; and



5)
Bill message to be included in U S WEST final bills to customers.


3.
Now being duly advised in the matter, we will grant the amended application to provide notice as outlined above.  If there is further delay in receiving approval of the sale of exchanges from the FCC, PTI need not reapply for approval of these alterna-tive forms of notice.  PTI must, however, notify the Commission of the new proposed schedule, as well as the final FCC order.

II.
ORDER

THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:


1.
The Amended Application for Permission to Provide Alter-native Notice Pursuant to § 40-3-104, C.R.S., filed by Eagle Tele-communications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communica-tions, Inc., is granted consistent with the above discussion and conditioned upon the approval of the Federal Communications Commis-sion of the proposed sale of exchanges.  


2.
If there is further delay in receiving Federal Communica-tions Commission approval of the sale of exchanges, Eagle Telecom-munications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc., will notify the Commission of the new notice schedule.


3.
As soon as practicable after receipt of the order issued by the Federal Communications Commission approving the sale of exchanges, Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc., shall file a copy of this Order with this Commission.


4.
This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
