STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS


This application was filed by Brent L. Buxbaum, d/b/a B-Line Express (B-Line) on November 15, 1993.  B-Line seeks a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.


The Commission gave notice of the filing of this application on November 29, 1993, as:


For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of computers, office supplies, and cellular phones between all points in the area comprised of the counties of Adams, Denver, and Boulder, State of Colorado.


On December 6, 1993, Transpeed Courier Services, Inc., filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.



On January 28, 1994, B-Line, through Brent L. Buxbaum filed a request to withdraw this application.  It is found that B‑Line's request to withdraw application states good cause and will be granted.


Pursuant to §40-6-109, C.R.S., the documents and file of this proceeding are transmitted to the Commission along with this recommended decision containing findings of fact, conclusions thereon, and a recommended order.


ORDER
THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:


1.
The Request to Withdraw Application, filed on January 28, 1994, by Brent L. Buxbaum d/b/a B-Line Express is granted.  This application is dismissed and Docket No. 93A-637CY is closed.


2.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.

IF NO EXCEPTIONS ARE FILED WITHIN 20 DAYS AFTER

SERVICE OR WITHIN ANY EXTENDED PERIOD OF TIME AUTHORIZED, OR UNLESS THE DECISION IS STAYED BY THE COMMISSION UPON ITS OWN MOTION, THE RECOMMENDED DECISION SHALL BECOME THE DECISION OF THE COMMISSION AND SUBJECT TO THE PROVISIONS OF §40-6-114, C.R.S.




b.
IF A PARTY SEEKS TO AMEND, MODIFY, ANNUL, OR REVERSE BASIC FINDINGS OF FACT IN ITS EXCEPTIONS, THAT PARTY MUST REQUEST AND PAY FOR A TRANSCRIPT TO BE FILED, OR THE PARTIES MAY STIPULATE TO PORTIONS OF THE TRANSCRIPT ACCORDING TO THE PROCEDURE STATED IN § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  IF NO TRANSCRIPT OR STIPULATION IS FILED, THE COMMISSION IS BOUND BY THE FACTS SET OUT BY THE ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE AND THE PARTIES CANNOT CHALLENGE THESE FACTS.  THIS WILL LIMIT WHAT THE COMMISSION CAN REVIEW IF EXCEPTIONS ARE FILED.

5.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.


6.
Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering 

paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.
