I.  BY THE COMMISSION:

A.  Statement and Findings of Fact



1.  On February 13, 1995, Perins Peak Mobile Home Park ("Applicant") filed this application for exemption from rate regulation as a Master Meter Operator (MMO) under §40-1-103.5, C.R.S., by and through its agent Stephen L. Ferguson.  The Commission issued notice of this filing on February 17, 1995.



2.  Rule 33(b)(4) of the Commission's Rules Regulating the Service of Electric Utilities, 4 CCR 723-3, requires that, when applying for exemption from rate regulation under Articles 1 to 7 of Title 40 C.R.S, the MMO must show, among other things, the prescribed method by which it will pass on refunds, rebates, rate reductions, or similar adjustments to end users, and that, following the ninety-day claims period for said refunds, the MMO shall contribute unclaimed adjustments, if the aggregate amount exceeds one hundred dollars, to the Colorado Energy Assistance Foundation, pursuant to §40-8.5-104, C.R.S.  A review of the application shows that the affirmation of the contribution to the Colorado Energy Assistance Foundation was not included in the instant application.



3.  On March 17, 1995, the Office of Consumer Counsel filed an Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance which states concerns that the contribution language is missing from the instant application.



4.  On March 22, 1995, Staff of the Commission sent a letter to Stephen L. Ferguson as agent to Perins Peak Mobile Home Park informing him of the deficiency in the application and requesting that a supplement be filed as soon as possible.



5.  Although the Commission finds that the application is deficient in specific language, the Applicant's intent to follow the prescribed rules is apparent.  Therefore, the application should be granted conditioned upon the Applicant filing a statement confirming compliance with all requirements of Rule 33 of the Commission's Rules Regulating the Service of Electric Utilities, 4 CCR 723-3 including but not limited to the contribution language in Rule 33(b)(4).

A.  The Commission Orders That:


1.  The application for exemption from regulation as a master meter operator filed by Perins Peak Mobile Home Park is granted conditioned upon the filing of a statement that it will comply with all requirements of Rule 33 of the Commission's Rules Regulating the Service of Electric Utilities found at 4 CCR 723-3 including but not limited to the portion of Rule 33(b)(4) that requires identification of any unclaimed adjustments, and if the aggregate amount unclaimed exceeds $100, contribution of those unclaimed adjustments to the fund established by the Legislative Commission on Low Income Energy Assistance.



2.  Perins Peak Mobile Home Park shall provide said statement within 10 days of the mailed date of this decision and order.
