I.
BY THE COMMISSION:


Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for considera-tion of the Application to Provide Alternative Notice filed by Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc. ("PTI"), on August 3, 1995 by facsimile, with the original and copies filed with the Commission on August 4, 1995, in accordance with Rule 7 of the Commission's Rules of Prac-tice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 ("CCR").  In the application, PTI requests that it be authorized to pro-vide alternative notice of proposed tariff changes pursuant to § 40‑3‑104(1)(C)(I)(D) and (2), C.R.S.  Specifically, PTI has filed Advice Letter No. 95-6 in which it proposes an expansion of local calling areas in Colorado.  The purpose of the filing is to comply with Rule 17.3 of the Commission's Rules Regulating Telecommunica-tions Service Providers and Telephone Utilities (4 CCR 723-2).


2.
PTI is proposing to provide alternative notice of these expanded local calling areas under § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D) and (2), C.R.S.  Specifically, PTI requests that it be permitted to provide notice of the proposed tariff change which would become effective on September 1, 1995, via a market message in its customers' August and September bills.

On August 15, 1995, PTI filed an amendment to the instant application, as well as an amendment to Advice Letter No. 95-6.   The purpose of these amended filings was to change the proposed effective date of the tariffs to October 5, 1995 instead of September 1, 1995, as well as to change the market message to include additional information.


4.
Good cause having been stated, we will grant the request consistent with the discussion herein.  PTI will be directed to provide notice of the proposed tariff changes in Amended Advice Letter No. 95-6 by market message published in its customers' August and September bills.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:



1.
The Amended Application to Provide Alternative Notice filed by Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc., is granted.  Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc., is directed to provide customer notice of the tariff changes proposed in Amended Advice Letter No. 95-6 by a market message in its cus-tomers' August and September bills.  Such message shall state:  "On August 1, 1995, PTI filed a tariff to expand several local calling areas in Colorado.  The proposed effective date is October 5, 1995.  If allowed to take effect, the expansion will result in a $.12 increase in all customers' monthly basic local exchange service rate based on Commission Rule 17.3.2.3.
