I.BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1.
Pursuant to Decision No. C95-967, the parties to this case appeared before the Commission on October 26, 1995 for the purpose of establishing a procedural schedule in this proceeding, including the requirements relating to prefiled testimony.  Consistent with the agreement of the parties, we now enter this order setting forth the following schedule:  Public Service Company of Colorado ("Pub-lic Service"), the Applicant here, shall prefile its direct tes-timony and exhibits on December 15, 1995.  Intervenors, including Commission Staff, shall submit their responsive testimony on or before February 16, 1996.  Public Service shall file its rebuttal testimony on or before March 15, 1996.

Hearings in this matter shall commence, at the below stated time and place, on April 8, 1996, and shall continue as necessary on April 9 and 10, 1996.  On April 4, 1996, the Commission shall conduct a prehearing conference for the purpose of considering and deciding any matter conducive to the orderly conduct of the hear-ings scheduled herein (e.g., specification of the order of wit-nesses, disposition of pending motions, etc.).  Prior to the sched-uled prehearing conference, the parties are directed to attempt to reach agreement regarding the order of witnesses to be presented at hearing.

In the event any information presented to the Commission or to other parties is claimed to be confidential, we now direct that the protective provisions set forth in full at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-10, Exhibit 1, shall be the protective order in this proceeding.

The parties have filed a number of motions herein (e.g., requests for intervention), and those motions are uncontested.  We will grant those motions in the ordering paragraphs below.

II.ORDER
A.The Commission Orders That:



1.  The parties shall prefile their testimony and exhibits according to the following schedule:  Public Service Company of Colorado shall submit its direct testimony and exhibits on or before December 15, 1995; Intervenors and Commission Staff shall file their responsive testimony and exhibits on or before February 16, 1996; and Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before March 15, 1996.
