BY THE COMMISSION:

A.
Statement


1.
On April 16, 1996, the Commission received the above captioned Petition for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity from Health Liability Management Corporation ("Peti-tioner"), 13738 Oxbow Road, Ft. Myers, Florida 33905 and 1110-D Elden Street, Suite 302, Herdnon, Virginia 22070.

Petitioner states that this request is being filed under Section 99 of the Public Service Law on Section 21.7 of the Rules and Regulations of the State of Colorado Public Service Com-mission.  The Colorado Public Utilities Commission has no such rules as cited in the Petition.

Upon review of the Petition, it is unclear what serv-ices Petitioner is requesting certification to provide.  Addi-tionally, the Petition does not contain sufficient information to be processed under any existing Commission Rules.  Therefore, the Commission is unable to accept this matter as filed.


B.
Findings of Fact


The Commission finds that the Petition filed by Health Lia-bility Management Corporation is rejected.  Staff of the Commission shall forward copies of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Pro-cedure, rules which relate to telecommunications providers, and certification information packet to Health Liability Management Corporation so that an appropriate application may be developed and submitted under Colorado Pubic Utilities Commission rules.

The Commission Orders That:

The Petition of Health Liability Management Corpora-tion for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, the Reseller of Telephone Service under Section 99 of the Public Serv-ice Law on Section 21.7 of the Rules and Regulations of the State of Colorado Public Service Commission is rejected.
