I.
BY THE COMMISSION:


Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1.  On September 5, 1996, Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") filed an application in Docket No. 96L-403 requesting an order of the Commission to revise its Steam Cost Adjustment ("SCA") upward effective October 1, 1996.  Public Serv-ice also requests a waiver of its tariff provision relating to the revision of its Base Steam Cost described on Sheet 9B of its Colorado P.U.C. No. 1-Steam Tariff.  Public Service requests that this application be approved without formal hearing.


2.  Public Service is an operating public utility, subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission, engaged, inter alia, in the generation, purchase, transmission, distribution, and sale of steam heat in downtown Denver, Colorado.


3.  Public Service, by this application, requests authority to revise its SCA upward in accordance with Commission Deci-sion No. C85-1032 issued August 13, 1985, and Public Service's P.U.C. No. 1-Steam Tariff.


4.  On November 12, 1985, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 35-Steam in accordance with Decision No. C85-1032 issued on August 13, 1985, in Investigation and Suspension Docket No. 1640.  By this application, Public Service requests authority to revise the SCA rate contained in Original Sheet No. 9C of that filing.


5.  The net effect of the revision requested herein on Public Service's revenue will be an annual increase of $708,455 based upon sales for the 12 months ended June 30, 1996.


6.   Staff reviewed the instant filing and recommends to the Commission that this application be deemed complete and be allowed to become effective and that the requested waiver be granted.  Therefore, being duly advised, the Commission deems the application complete and finds that good cause exists for the Com-mission to allow the proposed tariff to become effective on less than 30 days' notice and that the requested waiver be granted.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:


1.  The Public Service Company of Colorado tariff provi-sion relating to the revision of Base Steam Cost described on Sheet No. 9B of Colorado P.U.C. No. 1-Steam Tariff is waived.



2.  Public Service Company of Colorado is authorized to file on not less than one day's notice, the tariffs attached to this Order, to be effective on October 1. 1996.
