I.  BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement


1.  This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") to issue an interim decision for Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") to implement a negative rate rider for its electric department in accordance with a stipulation entered into by it with the Office of Consumer Council ("OCC") and the Staff of the Commission ("Staff").



2.  The Commission held its deliberations on the proposed merger between Public Service and Southwestern Public Service Company on August 23, 1996.  During those deliberations, the Commission orally approved the stipulation entered into by Public Service, OCC, and Staff.  The Commission ruled that the proposed $6 million negative rate rider, scheduled to go into effect October 1, 1996, should be computed based on base rate sales for the twelve month period ending June 30, 1996.  



3.  The Commission has not issued its final written order on the proposed merger, but will issue this interim order to allow the implementation of the rate reduction to occur as scheduled.

II.  ORDER

A.  The Commission Orders That


1.  The Company is authorized to file on not less than one day's notice, tariffs to implement the $6 million rate reduction referenced in the aforementioned stipulation scheduled to go into effect on October 1, 1996.



2.  The negative rate rider shall be computed based on base rate sales for the twelve month period ending June 30, 1996.



3.  This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
