Statement


This Application was filed by Call America Business Communications Corporation (“Call America”), and GST Telecommunications, Inc. (“GSTTI”), (together the "Applicants"), in accordance with § 40-5-105(2), C.R.S., and Rule 55 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1.  �tc "	This Application was filed by Call America Business Communications Corporation (“Call America”), and GST Telecommunications, Inc. (“GSTTI”), (together the \"Applicants\"), in accordance with § 40-5-105(2), C.R.S., and Rule 55 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (\"CCR\") 723-1. The Commission issued notice of this Application on October 18, 1996.  No petitions for intervention have been filed. Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1. 


In the present docket, Applicants seek approval for GSTTI to acquire all of the outstanding shares of capital stock of Call America, with Call America merging with an existing GSTTI acquisition subsidiary.  The entity surviving this merger will be Call America.


After the transfer of stock has occurred, all of the assets related to providing telecommunications services will remain in Call America, which will continue to provide service.


Findings of Fact


Call America was granted a letter of registration to provide non-optional operator services within Colorado in Docket No. 93A-729T, Commission Decision No. C94-159, adopted February 10, 1994.  Call America is a California corporation.


Call America will become a wholly-owned subsidiary of GSTTI.  GSTTI is a Canadian corporation with wholly owned United States subsidiaries. Call America will continue to provide service based upon its current authority.


For the reasons stated in the application, we find that the proposed stock transfer should be approved.


ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The request for  stock transfer of Call America Business Communications Corporation, to GST Telecommunications, Inc., is approved.


The 20-day time period provided in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application to the Commission for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the day after the Mailed Date of this Decision.


This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
