I.
STATEMENT

1.
In Decision No. C96-065, the Commission requested that pre-hearing comments be filed 20 days prior to hearing, or no later than July 26, 1996.  On July 26, 1996, Staff of the Commission filed its Motion for Extension of Time.  Staff seeks additional time to file its prehearing comments through and including July 30, 1996.  As grounds for the request, Staff states that there are a large number of people attempting to prepare consensus Staff com-ments.

The request should be granted.  The Commission's request is simply that, a request, and not a mandated time frame for the sub-mission of comments.  However, it does aid all interested persons to have comments in advance if possible.
