STATEMENT

1.
A recommended decision was issued in this proceeding on July 16, 1996.  Exceptions to the recommended decision are cur-rently due August 5, 1996.

On July 30, 1996, Metro Taxi, Inc. ("Metro"), an Intervenor in this proceeding, filed its Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions.  As grounds for the motion, Metro states that it has timely requested a copy of the hearing transcript, but it has been notified that the transcript will not be available for several weeks.
