Upon rejection of the initial restrictive amendment filed in this matter, both parties have agreed to drop the equipment restriction, and thereby limit this application to that authority granted in the temporary authority portion of this docket.  There being no other objections, an appropriate order granting the amended application is in order.

The Commission Orders That:

Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express is hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the transportation of:



I.
Passengers and their baggage, in scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service,




from Wray, Julesberg, Holyoke, Fort Morgan, Sterling, Burlington, Brush, and Limon, Colo-rado on the one hand, to Colorado Springs, Colorado on the other hand; and



II.
Passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service, 




from Colorado Springs, Colorado on the one hand to Wray, Julesberg, Holyoke, Fort Morgan, Sterling, Burlington, Brush, and Limon, Colo-rado on the other hand.



RESTRICTION:



The scheduled portion of this authority is restrict-ed to providing service to points named in the car-rier's file schedule.


2.
Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission cer-tificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

Henceforth the full and complete authority under PUC No. 14167 shall be and read as follows:

Between Wray, Colorado and Fairplay, Colo-rado via U.S. Highway No. 34, Interstate No. 76, Interstate No. 70, U.S. Highway No. 285, and Colorado State Highway No. 9 serving all intermediate points and all off-route points located within ten (10) miles of said highways;

Between the intersection of Interstate No. 25 and Interstate No. 76 in Denver, Colorado and the intersection of Inter-state No. 25 and Colorado State Highway No. 14 near Fort Collins, Colorado via Interstate No. 25 serving all intermediate points;




(3)
Between the intersection of interstate No. 76 and U.S. Highway No. 85 near Hen-derson, Colorado and Ault, Colorado via U.S. Highway No. 85 serving all inter-mediate points;




(4)
Between Wray, Colorado and Boulder, Colo-rado via U.S. Highway No. 34, Colorado State Highway No. 63, U.S. Highway No. 6, Interstate No. 76, Colorado State Highway No. 14, U.S. Highway No. 287, Colorado State Highway No. 119, and Colorado State Highway No. 7, or any combination of said highways serving all intermediate points on the above described routes;




(5)
Between Julesburg, Colorado and Brush, Colorado via Interstate No. 76, U.S. High-way No. 385, U.S. Highway No. 6, and U.S. Highway No. 34 or any combination of said highways serving all intermediate points;




(6)
Between Denver, Colorado and Jules-burg, Colorado via Interstate No. 76, U.S. Highway No. 85, U.S. Highway No. 34, U.S. Highway No. 6 and U.S. Highway No. 385 or any combination of said high-ways serving the following named inter-mediate points:






(a)
Those points of U.S. Highway No. 34 between Greeley, Colorado and Wig-gins, Colorado;






(b)
Those portions of U.S. Highway No. 385 between Wray, Colorado and Julesburg, Colorado;






(c)
Those portions of U.S. Highway No. 6 between Sterling, and Holyoke, Colo-rado;




(7)
Between Denver, Colorado and Loveland, Colorado via Interstate 25 and U.S. High-way No. 34 serving no intermediate points.




(8)
From Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, to Wray, Julesburg, Holyoke, Fort Morgan, Sterling, Burlington, Brush, and Limon, Colorado, on the other hand.



(B)
Transportation -- in charter service -- of




Passengers and their baggage




Between Sterling, Colorado, Yuma, Colorado, Akron, Colorado, and Fort Morgan, Colorado and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.



(C)
Transportation of




Passengers and their baggage, in scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service,




from Wray, Julesburg, Holyoke, Fort Morgan, Sterling, Burlington, Brush, and Limon, Colo-rado, on the one hand, to Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the other hand.



RESTRICTION:  This Certificate is restricted as follows:



(I)
Item Nos. (A)(1), (A)(2), (A)(3) and (B) are restricted as follows:




(1)
Restricted against providing any point to point service within a sixteen (16) mile radius of Colfax Avenue and Broad-way in Denver, Colorado.




(2)
All intermediate stops within a sixteen (16) mile radius of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado shall be restricted to Stapleton International Airport, Union Station, The Fairmont Hotel in downtown Denver, and The Sher-aton Hotel in Lakewood, Colorado.




(3)
Restricted against having an office of any type whatsoever within a sixteen (16) mile radius of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado.



(II)
Item Nos. (A) and (B) are restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of twelve (12) persons or less.



(III)
Item Nos. (A) and (B) are restricted against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations or rail sidings.



(IV)
Items (A)(8) and (C) are restricted to pro-viding service to points named in the car-rier's filed schedule.


4.
As pertinent to the temporary authority previously granted on April 3, 1996, but apparently not operated, applicant is hereby granted an additional extension of time nunc pro tunc to June 3, 1996 within which to commence operations, if applicant has not already done so.


5.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.


6.
As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recom-mended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.



a.
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after serv-ice or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the Decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the Decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.



b.
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the tran-script according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the Administrative Law Judge and the parties cannot chal-lenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commis-sion can review if exceptions are filed.

7.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
