STATEMENT


This application was filed on November 14, 1996, and the Commission gave notice of it on November 18, 1996.  The only intervention was filed on December 9, 1996 by Denver Taxi, LLC (“Denver Taxi”) and Denver Shuttle, LLC (“Denver Shuttle”).  The certificate of service attached to the Intervention by Right and Entry of Appearance or in the Alternative Requests for Permissive Intervention filed by Denver Taxi and Denver Shuttle indicates that the pleading was not served on the Applicant Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express.


The Notice of Applications filed in this proceeding requires that all interventions be served on the Applicant.  This requirement is also contained in Rule 64 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (made applicable through Rule 65(a)) and Rule 22 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Further, the Notice of Applications Filed contains the following:


If a party does not meet the requirements of this notice, the Commission may dismiss . . . an intervention . . . upon the Commission’s own motion, unless good cause for the failure to meet the requirements is shown.


Denver Taxi and Denver Shuttle shall have seven days from the effective date of this order to show cause why their intervention should not be dismissed for failure to serve it on the Applicant.


ORDER


It is Ordered That


Denver Taxi, LLC and Denver Shuttle, LLC shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to file a pleading showing good cause why their interventions should not be dismissed.


This Order shall be effective immediately.
