I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

On November 15, 1996, ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), Conticomm, Inc.(“Conticomm”), and Teleport Denver Ltd. (“TDL”) filed a joint application.  In the joint application, ICG, Conticomm, and TDL requested Commission authority to merge and consolidate the assets and operations of Conticomm and TDL into ICG.

A. Findings of Fact

1. During a review of the instant application, it was determined that the Commission had previously granted authority for the transfer of all of the stock and certificate of public  convenience and necessity of Conticomm to TDL in Docket No. 91A‑279T, Decision No. R91-1075.  However, the authorized transfer of control did not actually take place, and the Commission was not notified that the transfer did not take place.

2. To determine what had actually happened, the Commission Staff requested additional information from ICG.  To date, this additional information has not been received.

3. This Commission Staff still requires information pertaining to determination of the billing agents for the services provided; the tariff on which services were provided; and, a written history of the services provided by the companies involved (from 1990 to the present, if possible), and the relationship of those companies to each other.

4. Until, answers to the items listed in paragraph 3 of this section have been provided, the application in this docket cannot be deemed complete.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application in this docket (Docket No. 96A‑496T) is deemed incomplete.

2. Before the application in this Docket is deemed complete, the following information, or reasonable substitute, must be provided: determination of the billing agents for the services provided; the tariff on which services were provided; and a written history of the services provided by the companies involved (from 1990 to the present, if possible), and the relationship of those companies to each other.
