I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Administrative Law Judge's ("ALJ") recommendations in Decision No. R96-1215.  In that decision, the ALJ recommended adoption of Rules Establishing Procedures Relating to Petitions for the Commission to Arbitrate Issues in Negotiations Between Telecommunications Providers within Colorado, 4 CCR 723-46.  Pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., we stayed Decision No. R96-1215 in order to allow the Commission to review the ALJ's recommendations, along with any exceptions that might be filed to the decision.  No exceptions have been filed to Decision No. R96-1215.  Now having reviewed the ALJ's Recommended Decision, we hereby vacate our previously issued stay and adopt the rules attached to Decision No. R96-1215.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The stay of Decision No. R96-1215 is now vacated, and the rules appended to that decision as Appendix 1 are now adopted.  A copy of that attachment is appended to this decision.

2. This order adopting the attached rules shall become final 20 days following the mailed date of this decision in the absence of the filing of any applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration.  In the event any application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration to this decision is timely filed, this order of adoption shall become final upon a Commission ruling on any such application, in the absence of further order of the Commission.

3. Within 20 days of final Commission action on the attached rules, the adopted rules shall be filed with the Secretary of State for publication in the next issue of the Colorado Register along with the opinion of the Attorney General regarding the legality of the rules.

4. The finally adopted rules shall also be filed with the Office of Legislative Legal Services within 20 days following the above-referenced opinion by the Attorney General.

5. The 20-day period provided for in section 40-6-114(1), C.R.S, within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the mailed date of this decision.

6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
