I. by the commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 7, 1997, Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") filed a verified application request-ing an order of the Commission to revise its Fort St. Vrain Decommissioning Rider  ("FSV Rider") downward effective March 1, 1997.  Public Service requests that this application be approved without formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Public Service is an operating public utility, sub-ject to the jurisdiction of this Commission, engaged, inter alia, in the generation, purchase, transmission, distribution, and sale of electricity in Colorado.

3. Public Service, by this application, requests authority to revise its FSV Rider downward in accordance with Com-mission Decision No. C91-1514 in Docket No. 91A-281E.

4. By this application, Public Service requests authority to revise the FSV Rider rate contained in Original Sheet Nos. 23 and 103 of Colorado PUC No. 7-Electric tariff.

5. The net effect of the revision requested herein on Public Service's revenue will be a decrease of $597,262 for the effective period of March through June 1997 based upon sales for the 12 months ended December 31, 1995.

6. The filing of this application was brought to the attention of affected customers of Public Service by publication in the newspapers of general circulation in the area affected.

7. The Colorado Energy Assistance Foundation filed a petition for intervention in support of Public Service’s applica-tion.  The Commission will grant this intervention.  The Commission finds that good cause exists to allow the proposed tariff to become effective on less than 30 days' notice.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado is authorized to file on not less than one day's notice, the tariffs attached to this Order, to be effective on March 1, 1997.

2. This petition to intervene filed by the Colorado Energy Assistance Foundation is granted.  Response time is waived.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
