Statement


This matter concerns the request by Applicants Ron and Sharon Parker, doing business as Parker Suburban Limousine ("Parker Limousine"), for qualification of a certain vehicle as a luxury limousine, pursuant to the provisions of § 40-16-101(3), C.R.S.  The vehicle in question is a four-door Dodge Mini-Van.  An administrative law judge ("ALJ") for the Commission issued Decision No. R97-69 in which he recommended that the subject vehicle should be qualified as a luxury limousine.  Staff for the Commission, in accordance with the provisions of § 40-6-109(1), C.R.S., has filed exceptions to the ALJ's Recommended Decision.  Parker Limousine has filed its response to the exceptions.


Since the ultimate issue in this case is whether Parker Limousine's Mini-Van qualifies as a "luxury limousine", the Commission now finds that an inspection of the vehicle would assist us in making our decision on the exceptions.  To allow for this inspection by the full Commission, we will reopen the record in this case.


Since we intend that our decision may rely upon the observations made during the inspection of the vehicle, this inspection will be on-the-record.�  Therefore, we will schedule a hearing, at which the parties are present, for the purpose of allowing the full Commission to examine the vehicle for which Parker Limousine is requesting qualification as a luxury limou-sine.  The parties are also notified that, for purposes of comparison with Parker Limousine's vehicle, other vehicles which have already been qualified as luxury limousines will be viewed by the full Commission at the below-scheduled time.  These inspections will also be on-the-record.

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    �  By "on-the-record", we do not mean that statements made during the course of the actual examination of any vehicle will be transcribed by a court reporter.  Rather, we intend that the hearing will be officially convened prior to any vehicle inspections at the below-scheduled time.  The parties will be afforded the opportunity to make suggestions as to the manner in which any inspections should occur. In addition, the parties will have the opportunity to accompany the Commission during any vehicle inspections.  After the actual inspections, the hearing will be reconvened and the Commissioners, and the parties will have the opportunity to make comments regarding their observations.  These comments will be transcribed.  We note that the parties may submit suggestions, or objections, regarding the proposed vehicle inspections in writing prior to hearing.
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
