Statement


On March 10, 1997, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (“MCImetro”), filed the instant application to change a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice.  Specifically, MCImetro requests permission to change Page No. 96 to delete a paragraph regarding the retention of a 1MB line with U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), for MCImetro customers in order to access 911 emergency service.  


Findings of Fact


On March 1, 1997, the Commission allowed the ini-tial tariff of MCImetro to provide Local Exchange Service to become effective by operation of law, with the exception of Sheets 100, 101, 102, 103, and 104.  At the time these tariffs were allowed to become effective, the emergency 911 service system of MCImetro had not been fully tested and approved for service.  


As a condition of allowing MCImetro to proceed with the service, the Commission Staff requested that MCImetro place language in the tariff which would mandate the retention of a 1MB line with U S WEST for MCImetro customers in order to access 911 emergency service until such time as MCImetro’s system was fully certified by Commission Staff.  Additionally, MCImetro filed a Burden Letter pertaining to the interim provisioning of emergency 911 service to the potential customers of MCImetro.


Commission Staff has conducted tests of MCImetro’s 911 facilities and has determined that the facilities are opera-tional and that the requirement to maintain a U S WEST 1MB line is no longer necessary.  


Conclusions


The results of Staff’s test of the facilities show that MCImetro is capable of providing emergency 911 service.  Therefore, MCImetro’s request that they be allowed to remove the language regarding the provision of a U S WEST 1MB line for 911 emergency service access from their tariff should be granted.


The Burden Letter which imposed upon MCImetro certain requirements in this regard, should no longer be neces-sary or applicable.

ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., to change its 911 emergency service tariff on less than statutory notice is approved.


MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., shall file an advice letter to place the tariff attached to this Deci-sion and Order as Appendix A into effect on not less than one day’s notice.


This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
