Statement


On February 18, 1997, Applicant ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), filed the instant application to change a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice.  Specifically, ICG requests permission to change its Colorado PUC Tariff No. 3, Sheet No. 9, to broaden the “Application of Tariff” section from provision of services only through resale to provision of services through resale and company-owned facilities.


Findings of Fact


On February 13, 1997, the Commission allowed the initial tariff of ICG to provide Local Exchange Service to become effective by operation of law.  At the time these tariffs were allowed to become effective, the emergency 911 service system of ICG had not been fully tested and approved for service.  There-fore, the tariff which became effective on February 13, 1997, pertained to resale service only, rather than delay operation until the 911 trunks were provisioned, tested, and operational.


ICG stated in its application that, at the time the instant application was filed, U S WEST Communications, Inc., had committed to provisioning the 911 trunks to ICG by March 6, 1997, and that assuming normal installation and an appropriate interval for testing by the Commission Staff, the facilities would be fully supported by all 911 features during the week of March 10, 1997.


Applicant seeks the tariff change to allow for facilities-based service to become effective on March 17, 1997.


Commission Staff has conducted tests of ICG’s 911 facilities, and has determined that the facilities are opera-tional.


Conclusions


The results of Staff’s test of the facilities show that ICG is capable of providing emergency 911 service.  There-fore, ICG’s request that they be allowed to change their tariff to broaden the “Application of Tariff” section from provision of services only through resale to provision of services through resale and company-owned facilities, should be granted.

ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The application of ICG Telecom Group, Inc., to change its tariff to broaden the “Application of Tariff” section from provision of services only through resale to provision of services through resale and company-owned facilities on less than statutory notice is approved.


ICG Telecom Group, Inc., shall file an advice let-ter to place the tariff attached to this Decision and Order as Appendix A into effect on not less than one day’s notice.


This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
