I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 14, 1997, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (“MCImetro”), filed the above applications to change tariffs on less than 30 days notice.  Specifically, in these dockets, MCImetro requests permission to change Page Nos. 100 (Docket No. 97L-119T), 101 (Docket No. 97L-120T), 102-104 (Docket No. 97L-121T), 104.1 (Docket No. 97L-122T), 104.2 (Docket No. 97L-123T), and 104.3 (Docket No. 97L-124T), to become effective on March 21, 1997.  

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusion

1. On March 1, 1997, the Commission allowed MCImetro’s initial tariff to provide Local Exchange Service to become effective by operation of law, with the exception of Page Nos. 100, 101, 102, 103, and 104 which contained sections relat-ing to proposed promotions.  Decision No. C97-217 suspended the effective date of those pages for 120 days until June 29, 1997, or until further order of the Commission. The applications at issue in these dockets seek to replace those suspended pages with pages setting forth the following promotions:  Section 4.1, General Promotional Offering; Section 4.2, Local Service Exchange Install Waiver Promotion; Section 4.3, MCI Local Services Investor Promotion-Denver; Section 4.4,  MCI Customer Assurance Promotion; Section 4.5, Local Conversion Promotion; and Section 4.6, Interim Local Number Portability Promotion.

2. In Docket No. 97L-119T, the Commission has deter-mined that that portion of MCImetro’s tariff Page No. 100 which provides “written notice to the staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission. . .” should read “written notice to the Colorado Public Utilities Commission. . .”  This will provide clarity that the Commissioners, Director, and other interested parties at the Commission will also receive notice.

3. On March 18, 1997, MCImetro filed a Motion to Amend Verified Application in Docket No. 97L-121T. This filing  simply changes the date for the conclusion of this promotion from July 19, 1997 to June 18, 1997 and should be granted. This cor-rected date is consistent with the other four short-term pro-motional offerings, which shall conclude in less than 90 days.

4. Upon review of this filing, the Commission finds that the promotions as proposed by MCImetro are just and rea-sonable. MCImetro requests less than statutory notice for all of these applications as it intends to begin providing service through its local central office switch on March 19, 1997, and desires to have its promotions approved for the commencement of service. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for less than statutory notice as required by § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S. The applications to change the access tariff on less than statu-tory notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice to add General Promotion, Section 4.1 is granted subject to the deletion of “staff of” as discussed above.

2. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice regarding promotional offering entitled “MCImetro Local Exchange Service Installation Waiver Promotion” is granted.

3. The Motion to Amend Verified Application filed by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., in Docket No. 97L-121T is granted.  Response time to this motion is waived.

4. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice regarding promotional offering entitled “MCImetro Local Service Investor Promotion-Denver” is granted.

5. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice regarding promotional offering entitled “MCImetro Customer Assurance Program” is granted.

6. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice regarding promotional offering entitled “MCImetro Local Conversion Promotion” is granted.

7. The application of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., for a change in tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice regarding promotional offering entitled “Interim Local Number Portability Promotion” is granted.

8. MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., shall file an advice letter to place the tariffs attached to this Deci-sion and Order as Appendix A into effect on not less than one days notice.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
