BY THE COMMISSION:


Statement


This Application was filed on November 15, 1996 by ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), Conticomm, Inc. (“Conticomm”), and Teleport Denver, Ltd. (“TDL”).  The Joint Application seeks Commission authority to merge and consolidate the assets and operations of Conticomm and TDL into ICG.  This Joint Application is made pursuant to § 40-5-105, C.R.S., and Rule 55 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1.


The Commission issued a notice of the Application  on November 21, 1996.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.


Each of the Applicants is a wholly-owned subsid-iary of a common parent, ICG Holdings, Inc.  Thus, the proposed merger of TDL and Conticomm into ICG will not result in any change of ownership or control, but merely a reduction from three to one operating subsidiary. All assets, operations, and operat-ing authorities will be merged into ICG, with ICG being the sole surviving subsidiary.


On March 11, 1997, an amendment to the Application was filed.  The Amendment requested Commission authority to with-draw Conticomm’s Colorado PUC Tariff No. 1.


Findings of Fact


ICG holds a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide competitive local exchange service within the Colorado service territory of U S WEST Communications, Inc., (Docket No. 96A-282T, Commission Decision No. R96-997).  ICG holds a certificate of public convenience and necessity to pro-vide intrastate private line service in Colorado (Docket No. 94A-463T, Commission Decision No. C94-1440).  ICG also holds a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services (Docket No. 94A-658T, Commission Decision No. R95-531).


Conticomm holds a certificate of public conven-ience and necessity to provide intrastate emerging telecommunica-tions services (Commission Decision No. C88-1709).


TDL holds a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide intrastate private line service (Docket No. 94A-606T, Commission Decision No. R95-740).


After the merger is complete, ICG will be the surviving entity, and will be providing telecommunications serv-ices in Colorado under the name ICG Telecom Group, Inc.


We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.


ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The request of ICG Telecom Group, Inc., Conticomm, Inc., and Teleport Denver, Ltd., for authority to merge and con-solidate, with ICG Telecom Group, Inc., being the surviving entity, is granted.


The request for withdrawal of Conticomm, Inc.’s Colorado PUC Tariff No. 1 is granted.
