I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the applica-tion and supplemental filling requesting approval of a refund plan filed by Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc. ("PTI").  PTI is making this application pursuant to Rule 58 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, because it overcollected the Low Income Telephone Assistance Fund ("LITAF") surcharge between July 1, 1996 and March 1, 1997.  PTI properly caused a notice of the filing of the application to be published in a newspaper of general circulation, namely The Denver Post.

Pursuant to Decision No. C96-551, in Docket No. 91M-314T, the LITAF surcharge was reduced from 4 cents to 3 cents effective July 1, 1996.  PTI did not take this reduction into account at that time.  PTI accounted for the reduction through Tariff Advice No. 97-4, effective March 1, 1997.

As a result, an overcollection in the amount of $5,108.10 occurred.  PTI proposes to refund this money via a one-time credit on the May 1997, bill for each telephone line subject to the LITAF surcharge.  PTI proposes not to add interest to the refund since that amount would be less than one cent per tele-phone line, and, therefore, would not impact the refund amount.

The Commission finds that this refund plan com-plies with applicable Commission rules and is reasonable.  Accordingly, the Commission will approve the plan. 

II. ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

The application for approval of a refund plan filed by Eagle Telecommunications, Inc./Colorado, doing business as PTI Communications, Inc., is granted.
