I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. ITC Tele-Services, Inc., formerly known as Inter-national Pacific, Inc. (“ITC”), filed a request with the Commis-sion to have its certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”) canceled and for permission to discontinue the provision of non-optional operator services as set forth in the Commis-sion’s Rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Rule 57.  ITC is also requesting that its tariff be withdrawn.

2. The Commission issued notice of this application on March 19, 1997.  No interventions were received in the offi-cial docket.  Thus, this matter will be decided without a hear-ing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact

1. By Decision No. C93-960, Commission Docket No. 93A-334T, ITC was authorized to provide non-optional operator services to the general public on a state wide basis.  When ITC obtained its authority to provide non-optional operator services, ITC was a wholly owned subsidiary of Impact Telecommunications Corporation (“Impact”).

2. By Commission Decision No. C94-1294, Docket No. 94A-425T, the Commission approved the merger and related transactions between and among LDDS Communications, Inc. (“LDDS”), Impact, and ITC.  As a result, ITC became a wholly owned subsidiary of LDDS.

3. Since April, 1996, the customers ITC served began receiving service from its parent, LDDS

4. The request of ITC to discontinue service to the general public is not contrary to the public interest and should be granted.

5. Withdrawal of the tariff of ITC will also be authorized.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. ITC Tele-Services, Inc., formerly known as Inter-national Pacific, Inc., is authorized to discontinue the pro-visioning of non-optional operator services within Colorado.  The certificate of public convenience and necessity of ITC Tele-Services, Inc., shall be canceled.

2. The tariff of ITC Tele-Services, Inc., is con-sidered to have been withdrawn.

3. The hearing date of June 24, 1997, set in this matter is vacated.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
