I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of three items pertaining to this docket.

2. First, Sprint Communications Company L.P. ("Sprint") late filed a petition for intervention.  This petition states good cause and will be granted; however, Sprint shall be required to accept the record of the proceeding as it stands on the date of this Order.

3. Second, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, U S WEST Communications, Inc., the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., MCI Telecommunications Corporation, Colorado Telecommunications Association ("CTA"), and Pacific Telecom, Inc. (the "Parties"), jointly filed a motion to revise the procedural schedule.  Repre-sentatives of Sprint were also contacted prior to filing of this motion.  The Parties request an order extending the deadline for filing the second round of written testimony to May 6, 1997.  The Commission finds good cause exists and will grant this joint motion.

4. Finally, CTA requests that a protective order be issued on its behalf.  CTA is making this request pursuant to the directive contained in Decision No. R97-181-I.  Good cause exists for extending the protective order governing this proceeding to include information produced by CTA which CTA designates as proprietary.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The late filed petition to intervene of Sprint Communications Company L.P. is granted.  Sprint Communications Company L.P. shall accept the record as it stands on the effec-tive date of this Order.

2. The motion to revise procedural schedule filed jointly by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, U S WEST Communications, Inc., the Staff of the Public Utilities Commis-sion, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., MCI Tele-communications Corporation, Colorado Telecommunications Associa-tion, and Pacific Telecom, Inc., is granted.

3. The motion for protective provisions filed by the Colorado Telephone Association is granted.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
