I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission to consider petitions to intervene in this Docket.  In Decision No. C97-303, mailed March 26, 1997, the Commission set a shortened intervention period of 20 days, which expired on April 15, 1997.  

B. Timely Filed Interventions

1. ICG Telecom Group, Inc.; Elizabeth Area Chamber of Commerce; and, Paging Network, Inc., and Paging Network of Colorado, Inc., timely filed petitions for intervention.  These petitions state good cause and will be granted.  

2. AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), timely filed a notice of intervention as a matter of right.  The notice, however, relies on the standard for permis-sive intervention.  Thus, the Commission  will construe it as a petition for intervention.  The Commission  will grant AT&T’s petition.

The Office of Consumer Counsel and U S WEST Commu-nications, Inc., filed timely notices of intervention and entries of appearance.  
C. Untimely Filed Intervention

On April 24, 1997, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed its motion for leave to intervene and entry of appearance out of time and, concurrently, filed its notice of intervention and entry of appearance.  Staff’s motion sets forth good cause and will be granted.  Response time to this motion will be waived.
Sprint Communications Company, L.P.; TCG Colorado; and, MCI Telecommunications Corporation, and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (collectively “Late Petitioners”), filed untimely petitions for intervention.  

Notwithstanding the untimely filings, and duly noting Late Petitioners' stated reasons, the Commission will grant these petitions.  Response time to the combined petition of MCI Telecommunications Corporation and MCImetro Access Transmis-sion Services, Inc., will be waived.
We note that there are no objections to the peti-tions.  We also note that no party is prejudiced by the lateness of the interventions.

Staff and Late Petitioners must take the case and all its procedural deadlines as they currently exist.  Staff and Late Petitioners shall not be entitled, absent extraordinary circumstances, to any extension of procedural deadlines where Staff’s and Late Petitioners’ request is attributable to their untimely intervention.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The petitions for intervention filed by ICG Tele-com Group, Inc.; Elizabeth Area Chamber of Commerce; and, Paging Network, Inc., and Paging Network of Colorado, Inc., are granted.

The notice of intervention, construed as a peti-tion of AT&T of the Mountain States, Inc., is granted.  

The motion for leave to intervene and entry of appearance out of time of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.  

The untimely petitions to intervene filed by Sprint Communications Company L.P.; TCG Colorado; and, MCI Tele-communications Corporation, and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., are granted.  Response time to the combined peti-tion of MCI Telecommunications Corporation and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., is waived.
Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Sprint Communications Company, L.P.; TCG Colorado; and, MCI Tele-communications Corporation, and MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., shall not be entitled, absent extraordinary circumstances, any extension of procedural deadlines, where their request is attributable to their untimely intervention, con-sistent with the above discussion.
