I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 8, 1997, TCG Colorado ("TCG") filed its Motion to Allow Late Filed Testimony.  TCG requests that it be permitted to file the testimony of witness Karen Notsund one day late.  Good cause having been stated, response time will be waived and the motion granted.

2. On May 9, 1997, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. ("AT&T") filed its Motion to Compel U S WEST's Responses to AT&T's First Set of Data Requests and Requests for Expedited Decision.  AT&T requests that U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("USWC") be required to respond to the motion to compel on an expedited basis and that the Commission enter its decision on the motion forthwith.  USWC filed its objection to the AT&T Motion on May 13, 1997.  In that response, USWC committed to file its reply to the motion to compel by May 15, 1997.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we will shorten response time to the motion to compel to May 15, 1997.  In addition, we will refer this matter (i.e. ruling on AT&T's motion to compel) to an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission.  The ALJ shall rule on AT&T's motion to compel on or before May 19, 1997.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Allow Late Filed Testimony by TCG Colorado is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. Response time to the Motion to Compel U S WEST's Responses to AT&T's First Set of Data Requests and Requests for Expedited Decision by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. is shortened.  U S WEST Communications, Inc. shall file its response time to the motion on or before May 15, 1997.  This matter is referred to an Administrative Law Judge for ruling on the merits of the motion to compel.

3. his Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
