I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration ("RRR") to Decision No. C97-392 filed by Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., doing business as Skip's Taxi & Shuttle Service, Inc. ("Applicant").  The Applicant in this case requests temporary authority to extend operations under Certifi-cate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 26871 by elimi-nating Restriction B(4)(b).  In effect, that restriction prohib-its the Applicant from maintaining an office, for its charter and call-and-demand limousine operations, at the Montrose County Airport between April 15 and November of each year.  This request for temporary authority, by removing the restriction, would enable the Applicant to maintain an office at the Montrose Air-port on a year-round basis.

2. In Decision No. C97-392, we denied the application for temporary authority.  The application for RRR requests that we reconsider that decision.  For the reasons stated in Decision No. C97-392, we deny the application for RRR.  We note here that § 40-6-120, C.R.S., empowers the Commission to grant temporary authority, "To enable the provision of carrier service for which there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need . . .".  Decision No. C97-392, in part, points out that the application failed to demonstrate an immediate and urgent need to lift the office restriction contained in the Applicant's present certificate.  We affirm that finding in the instant decision.  Since the Applicant has failed to meet the require-ments set forth in § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the request for recon-sideration should be denied.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration by Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., doing business as Skip's Taxi & Shuttle Service, Inc., is denied.
