I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of the motion for extension filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel ("OCC"), which motion is supported by several other par-ties to this docket.  Through the motion, OCC seeks a seven-day extension of time to file intervenor testimony.  As justification for the motion, OCC explains that the Area Code Consumer Survey ("Survey") to be prepared by Talmey-Drake Research & Strategy, Inc., will not be ready in advance of the May 23, 1997, deadline for filing intervenor testimony.

2. The Commission finds that an opportunity to com-ment on the Survey in both the intervenor testimony (presently due May 23, 1997) and the cross-intervenor and rebuttal testimony (due June 16, 1997) should be afforded to the parties in this docket.  Thus, we will extend the deadline for filing intervenor testimony until May 30, 1997.  Consistent with the OCC's motion, the deadline for filing cross-intervenor and rebuttal testimony will not be changed at this time. 

3. In order to make the Survey available to all as promptly as possible, the Commission will further order that the OCC, on behalf of all parties to this docket, file the survey with the Commission no later than the next business day following its completion and availability/distribution to the parties.  By requiring the OCC to cause the Survey to be placed in the record in this docket, the Commission does not attribute the Survey to the OCC and realizes that the Survey was prepared pursuant to the duties of the Area Code Subcommittee and relates back to the workshops conducted in Docket No. 96I-534T.

4. Additionally, since the Survey would already have been distributed to all parties and filed with the Commission in advance of May 30, 1997, it will be unnecessary to attach it to any witness testimony, including witness Callaghan's testimony as proposed in the OCC's motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.  The deadline for filing intervenor testimony in this docket is hereby extended until May 30, 1997.

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall file the Area Code Consumer Survey prepared by Talmey-Drake Research & Strategy, Inc., no later than one business day following the Area Code Consumer Survey's completion and availability/distribution to the parties.

3. Parties referring to the Area Code Consumer Survey in testimony shall do so by cross-reference and not by appending the Area Code Consumer Survey to the testimony of a witness.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
