A.
Commission Staff access to confidential information is not dependent on counsel's designation of them as "experts or advisors;"


B.
members of Staff are not required to sign nondisclosure agreements as a prerequisite to obtaining access to confidential information;


C.
confidential information obtained by Staff may be used or disclosed in a manner which protects confidentiality in accordance with Commission policies in proceedings other than, and in addition to, this proceeding; and,


D.
members of Staff are not required to return documents.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission enters in this Docket, the “Protec-tive Provisions Relating To Confidential Information” attached to TCG Colorado’s Motion for Protective Order, which are hereby incorporated by reference.
