I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. On May 19, 1997, WinStar Wireless of Colorado, Inc. (“WinStar”), filed a petition asking that the Commission grant it a temporary exemption from Rule 23 of the Commission's Rules on Telephone Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-2.

2. Rule 23 requires that local exchange carriers pro-vide public telephone service in certain areas.  WinStar requests an exemption from the rule until January 14, 1998 or until the Commission revises Rule 23, whichever comes first. 

3. This petition for temporary exemption is offered in the spirit of the Commission's interpretative ruling with regard to 4 CCR 723-2-23, The Availability of Public Telephone Service.  This interpretative ruling was issued with Decision No. C97-65, and mailed on January 15, 1997.  Good cause having been shown, the request for temporary exemption will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. WinStar Wireless of Colorado, Inc., is granted a temporary exemption from 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-23 until January 14, 1998 or until the Commission revises Rule 23, whichever comes first.
