I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This Application was filed on April 29, 1997 by Intellicall Operator Services, Inc. (“IOS”), ITC Tele-Services (“ITC”), and WorldCom, Inc. (“WorldCom”)(ITC and WorldCom are jointly referred to as the “WorldCom Companies”). The Joint Application seeks Commission authority to transfer selected assets related to the WorldCom Companies’ operator services busi-ness to IOS.  This Joint Application is made pursuant to § 40-5-105, C.R.S., and Rule 55 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1.

2. The Commission issued a notice of the Application  on May 5, 1997.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. The assets to be acquired by IOS include: (1) cer-tain customer premises equipment used to provide operator serv-ices at correctional facilities; (2) billing and collection assets; (3) operations and service contracts; (4) a non-exclusive limited license to WorldCom’s OPUS software for a period of 25 years; (5) leases on operator call center facilities with associated leasehold improvements, as well as the furniture, fixtures, and equipment located therein; (6) premises leases for offices solely dedicated to the WorldCom Companies’ operator services business, including a three-month limited license to the trade or service name “WorldCom’s Operator Services”; (8) other miscellaneous assets of WorldCom used primarily in WorldCom’s operator services business including, but not limited to, com-puter equipment, computer software, telephone hardware, elec-trical equipment, wiring, supplies, copiers, postage machines, vehicles as well as to other fixed assets of the WorldCom Com-panies’ operator services business; and (9) WorldCom’s DEX Switches (600E) located in Los Angeles, California and Dallas, Texas.

B. Findings of Fact

1. By Commission Decision No. C94-1294, Docket No. 94A-425T, ITC was merged into LDDS Communications Inc. (“LDDS”).  LDDS later changed its name to WorldCom.  In Commission Decision No. C97-471, Docket No. 97A-116T, author-ization to discontinue provision of non-optional services was granted to ITC.

2. WorldCom and IOS will continue to provide telecom-munications services, including operator services, in the State of Colorado after the transfer of assets is completed.

3. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Intellicall Operator Services, Inc., ITC Tele-Services and WorldCom, Inc., for authority to transfer selected assets related to ITC Tele-Services and WorldCom, Inc.’s operator services business to Intellicall Oper-ator Services, Inc., is granted.

2. The hearing date of August 5, 1997, set in this matter is vacated.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
