I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") on its own motion to modify Deci-sion No. C97-171 pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S.  By Decision No. C97-462, Impact Telecommunications, Inc. ("ITEL"), was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity ("CPCN") to provide interLATA and intraLATA private line serv-ices, including private line services within a local calling area, within the State of Colorado.

2. ITEL, however, by its application, apparently sought to provide other Part 3 services in addition to the pri-vate line services for which a CPCN was granted by Decision No. C97-462.  The Commission in Decision No. C97-462, did not acknowledge ITEL's apparent request to provide services other than private line.  Prior to amending Decision No. C97-462 to broaden the scope of the CPCN issued, the Commission finds that interested persons, firms, or corporations should be provided an additional opportunity to intervene or participate as a party.

B. Notice to All Interested Persons, Firms, or Corpora-tions

1. All interested persons, firms, or corporations are hereby notified of the intent to amend the scope of the CPCN issued to ITEL by Decision No. C97-462.  The amended CPCN will include interLATA and intraLATA toll services, including 800 and 10XXX services, to both residential and business customers.  ITEL's application is available for inspection at the Commission office located at 1580 Logan Street, OL2, Denver, Colorado 80203.

C. Interventions

1. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file his petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Proce-dure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, within ten days after the date of this notice.  After that date, the Commission will decide whether to conduct a hearing or to proceed directly to amend Decision No. C97-462 in the manner specified above.

order:

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Following the close of the ten-day notice period referenced above, and pursuant to our authority set forth in § 40-6-112, C.R.S., the Commission shall discuss amending the scope of the certificate of public convenience and necessity granted to Impact Telecommunications, Inc., by Decision No. C97-462.
