I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (“Commission”) on its own motion pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S.  Pursuant to that section, the Commission intends to amend Decision No. C97-462 to grant to Impact Telecom-munications, Inc. (“ITEL”), a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide the other services requested in this application. 

2. By Decision No. C97-616, the Commission issued notice of its intent to amend Decision No. C97-462 in this man-ner.  No interventions with respect to the intent to amend have been filed.  Thus, the Commission will decide this matter without a formal oral hearing in accordance with § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact

1. On February 27, 1997, ITEL filed an application for certification as a provider of interLATA and intraLATA toll services, including 800 and 10XXX services, to both residential and business customers.  The application to provide these serv-ices is in addition to the request to provide interLATA and intraLATA intrastate private line services, which private line services were previously authorized by Decision No. C97-462.

2. Decision No. C97-462 did not acknowledge the interLATA and intraLATA toll service aspects of ITEL’s applica-tion.  It is for this reason the Commission will decide to amend Decision No. C97-462.

3. The Commission finds that ITEL has complied with the statutes and rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24, and that the public convenience and necessity require approval of this application.  Therefore, we conclude that ITEL should also be certificated as a provider of interLATA and intraLATA toll services, including 800 and 10XXX services, to both residential and business customers.  Finally, the authorization to provide interLATA and intraLATA toll services, including 800 and 10XXX services, to both residential and business customers should be granted nunc pro tunc effective May 6, 1997.

4. All other provisions of Decision No. C97-462, including all obligations imposed on ITEL, remain in full force and effect.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Decision No. C97-462 is hereby amended.  Impact Telecommunications, Inc., will be deemed, by this Decision, to have been granted a certificate of public convenience and neces-sity for state-wide authority to provide interLATA and intraLATA toll services, including 800 and 10XXX, to both residential and business customers within the State of Colorado.  This grant of authority is to be issued nunc pro tunc effective May 6, 1997.

2. All other provisions of Decision No. C97-462, including all obligations imposed on Impact Telecommunications, Inc., remain in full force and effect.

3. The 20-day time period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application to the Commission for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the day after the Mailed Date of this Decision.

This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
