I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 29, 1997, pursuant to a prior order of the Commission, this matter came before us for hearing.  At that time, the parties requested that the hearing be continued and that a new procedural schedule, including new hearing dates, be established.  As grounds for the request, the parties noted that the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) issued its Univer-sal Service Order, FCC 97-157, CC Docket 96-45, on May 7, 1997.  That order, which is voluminous, substantially affects issues to be decided in this proceeding.  The parties noted that all of the prefiled testimony and exhibits in this case were filed before or shortly after the Universal Service Order was issued.  Conse-quently, the parties stated, they were unable to give adequate consideration to the Universal Service Order in reaching their positions in this case.

We orally granted the request for a continuance at the May 29, 1997 hearing.  In accordance with the suggestions of the parties, we now establish the procedural schedule set forth here:
