I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This Application was filed on June 13, 1997 by Applicants Talton Holdings, Inc. (“Talton”), as parent company of AmeriTel Payphones, Inc. (“AmeriTel”), and through its subsidiary Talton STC, Inc. (“Talton STC”).  The Application was supple-mented on June 23, 1997.  The application, pursuant to § 40-5-105 and § 40-15-303, C.R.S., and Rule 55 of this Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1, requests that Talton be permitted to acquire the assets of Security TeleCom Corporation (“STC”), including its certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”).

2. The Commission issued a notice of the Application  on June 23, 1997.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. When the transfer is completed Talton STC will have acquired the assets and CPCN of STC.  Service will be pro-vided under the name of Talton STC, Inc.

B. Findings of Fact

1. Talton was authorized to acquire the majority of the stock of AmeriTel in Commission Docket No. 96A-506T, Commis-sion Decision No. C96-1322.  Talton STC is a Delaware corporation authorized to do business in Colorado since June 4, 1997.

2. STC is authorized to provide intrastate non-optional operator services in Colorado by Commission Decision No. C95-468, Docket No. 95N-193T.

3. Applicants state that they have been authorized by STC to state that STC joins this application in requesting approval of the asset and CPCN transfer.

4. Applicant has requested less than 30 days’ notice for its application.  The less than 30 days’ notice was granted by the Commission on June 20, 1997.

5. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Talton Holdings, Inc., as parent company of AmeriTel Payphones, Inc., and through its subsidiary Talton STC, Inc., to acquire the assets - including certificate of public convenience and necessity -  of Security Telecom Cor-poration is granted. 

2. An adoption notice or tariff (if there is a change in rates), shall be filed within 30 days of the effective date of this Order to reflect the name of Talton STC.
3. The hearing date of September 12, 1997 set in this matter is vacated.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
