I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission for consideration of the procedures to be fol-lowed in this docket.  This application docket was filed by the Numbering Plan Administrator for Colorado ("NPAC") simultaneously with a declaration of jeopardy in the 303 Numbering Plan Area.  It requests approval of the jeopardy allocation plan attached to the application.  The jeopardy allocation plan describes a cen-tral office code (NXX) assignment rationing process to be in effect between July 8, 1997 when the application was filed, and May 31, 1998 when the NPAC assumes that area code relief will be in place.

The application has been reviewed by the Commis-sion, and the Commission finds that it should be deemed complete as of the effective date of this Order.

Notice of this application was issued on July 11, 1997.  Timely petitions for intervention were received from TCG Colorado, ICG Telecom Group, Inc., MCI Telecommunications Corporation, and the City and County of Denver.  An untimely petition for leave to intervene, accompanied by a motion to grant late-filed intervention, was filed by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. ("AT&T").  Each of these petitions state good cause and should be granted, including the motion of AT&T.  Additionally, notices of intervention by right were filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and U S WEST Communications, Inc.

None of the interventions specifically opposes the jeopardy allocation plan proposed by the NPAC.  Likewise, none of the interventions requests a hearing in this matter.  However, the interventions generally express an interest in providing input to the Commission to assist it in deciding this matter.  The Commission finds that such input should be permitted in this proceeding.

The Commission further finds that this matter should be expeditiously resolved in accordance with the request set forth in the application, except that the Commission finds that it is not necessary to issue its final order in this docket on or before August 7, 1997.  In order to resolve this applica-tion expeditiously, the Commission does not intend to conduct a hearing in this matter and, therefore, will vacate all testimony filing deadlines set forth in the Notice of Application Filed, dated July 11, 1997.  Instead, the Commission will permit all intervenors to file a brief of not more than ten pages in length commenting on the jeopardy allocation plan as attached to the application.  These briefs shall be due on or before noon on August 8, 1997.  The Commission will then rule on the substantive issues in this docket at a future weekly or deliberations meet-ing.

II. ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

The application for approval of the jeopardy allo-cation plan is deemed complete as of the effective date of this Order.

The petition for intervention filed by TCG Colo-rado is granted.

The petition for intervention filed by ICG Telecom Group, Inc., is granted.

The petition for intervention filed by MCI Tele-communications Corporation is granted. 

The petition for intervention filed by the City and County of Denver is granted.

The late-filed petition for intervention of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and accompany-ing motion, are granted.

The testimony filing deadlines set forth in the Notice of Application Filed are vacated.  At this juncture, the Commission does not intend to conduct a hearing in this docket.

All intervenors shall be permitted to file a brief commenting upon the jeopardy allocation plan as attached to the application.  These briefs shall be limited to not more than ten pages and shall be filed on or before noon on August 8, 1997.

This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
