I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

The Commission held an emergency meeting on August 1, 1997, to consider if it should withdraw the notice of proposed rulemaking issued pursuant to Decision No. C97-757.  The Commission was advised by Staff that the scope of the proposed notice of rulemaking as originally approved exceeded what was appropriate for that proceeding.  In order to fully and ade-quately address the issue of conforming the definition of basic telephone service to rules promulgated by the Federal Communica-tions Commission, Staff suggested that this issue should be dealt with separately.

The Commission agrees with Staff and will withdraw the notice of proposed rulemaking issued pursuant to Decision No. C97-757.
