I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement and Findings

1. Lubbock Radio Paging, doing business as Stenocall (“Stenocall”), has filed an application for authority to have its certificate of public convenience and necessity canceled and to have its tariff withdrawn.

2. As part of this application, Stenocall Requests a waiver of the customer notice requirements set forth in Rule 57 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

3. At the time of application for authority to pro-vide non-optional operator service, Stenocall had planned to pro-vide services to a truck stop.  However, that service never materialized.  Stenocall also states that at one time, it pro-vided operator service for Telenational, a long-distance carrier.  Some of Telenational’s calls originated and terminated within Colorado.  This service was discontinued several years ago.  Stenocall states that it has not had any Colorado customers for several years.

Stenocall reported no Colorado intrastate revenue on its 1996 annual report.

We conclude that the Motion to Waive Customer Notice states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

II. ORDER
The Commission Orders That:

The request for waiver of Rule 57 of the Com-mission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, is granted.
