I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement and Findings

1. Executone Information Systems (“Executone”) has filed an application for authority to have its certificate of public convenience and necessity canceled and to have its tariff withdrawn.  As part of this application, Executone requests a waiver of the customer notice requirements set forth in Rule 57 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

2. In support of its waiver request, Executone states that it had one contract for providing service within Colorado.  That one contract was authorized to be transferred to AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., by Commission Decision No. C96-897, Docket No. 96A-319T, mailed August 23, 1996.  Thus, Executone has no Colorado customers at this time.
3. We conclude that the Motion to Waive Customer Notice states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for waiver of Rule 57 of the Commis-sion’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regu-lations 723-1 is granted.
