I. BY THE COMMISSION

STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of exceptions to Decision No. R97-657 filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association ("CTA").  An untimely response, accompanied by a motion to accept the untimely response, was filed by MCI Telecommunications Corporation ("MCI").

2. In Decision No. R97-657, the Administrative Law Judge ("ALJ") denied reconsideration of Decision No. R97-539-I, which interim decision denied CTA's Petition to Intervene in Docket No. 97F-175T.
  Now being duly advised in the premises, the Commission will grant the exceptions, thereby granting CTA's Petition to Intervene.

The Commission finds, even though this is a formal complaint matter involving a dispute between MCI and U S West Communications, Inc. ("USWC"), and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and USWC, that CTA has made the requisite showing of interest in this dispute to be granted intervenor status.  

Given that the hearing in this matter is scheduled to commence next week, CTA shall be required to accept the record as it exists on the effective date of this Decision, and to assure that its late intervention does not otherwise broaden the issues or delay the proceedings in this case.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The motion to accept late-filed response to exceptions filed by MCI Telecommunications Corporation is granted.  Response time is waived.

The exceptions filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association are granted.  As a result, the Colorado Telecommunications Association shall be permitted to intervene in this consolidated docket.

Since the petition to intervene of the Colorado Telecommunications Association is being granted the week before the hearing in this matter, the Colorado Telecommunications Association shall accept the record as it exists on the effective date of this Decision.

The Administrative Law Judge shall ensure that the late entry and participation of the Colorado Telecommunications Association does not delay or disrupt the orderly resolution of this case.  

The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.

This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
